The Baylor University Hall Of Fame inductee & all-time leading scorer notched 2 goals and 2 assists for Big      Sky
-South leader Dallas Premier in a runaway 10-1 home win over Alamo S.C. (2-3-2 WPSL Big Sky-South). 
 
MF Becky Ryan (SOCCERPLUS CT) 
With only 7 minutes left to play vs. the A.C. Diablos  and down by a 1-0 score in a tight East playoff race, the 
Reds captain scored the game-tying and winning goals in 3 minutes push SoccerPlus CT  to a vital 3-2 win.
